WHERE: Each Sunday on the Practice area, except from mid December 
to February. 
WHEN: Bronze Group I, 9:00 – 9:30am then play holes 17 & 18.  Bronze Group II, 9:30 – 
10:00am then play holes 17 & 18.  Silver Group, 10:00 – 10:30am then play the course. 
Silver Group members are encouraged to play 18 holes. 
If you have not been graded into a group or you are unsure of your group, please come 
along to the Bronze Group I coaching. 
EQUIPMENT: Each player to have own clubs. 
DRESS CODE: Slacks or knee length shorts, shirts with collar.  Rugby jerseys  
track suit pants and jeans are not allowed. 
PROFESSIONALS: Colin Caldwell, Mark Guy & Carl Brooking. 
MEMBERSHIP: Only junior or student members of the Russley Club are eligible  
to attend.  Members are welcome in the Clubhouse following coaching. 
PROGRAM: Coaching by Professionals on the Practice Area and the Putting 
Green, with a few participants going on to the Course each Sunday, accompanied  
by a Club member to learn about rules and etiquette.  Those going on to the  
course are required to keep a card and to hand it in for record purposes.   
Ambrose Tournaments will be held on dates to be advised. 
REGISTER:A register of attendance will be kept each Sunday. 
TEAMS:Junior interclub teams are selected, with the next competition  
starting in March.
